Review Action Items from June Call

· Dr. Stoltenberg will discuss with her colleagues from the Norwegian Mother and Child Study (MoBa) inclusion of the cohort in the proposed genetics project. In progress.
· Dr. Somdat Mahabir will submit a formal request for an I4C portal. Done.
· Dr. Dwyer will draft and circulate a proposal to constitute an I4C Steering  Committee. Done. The call participants discussed the relative balance between cohort representatives and representatives from funding or coordinating bodies (e.g., the World Health Organization [WHO] and the International Agency for Research on Cancer) and I4C working groups. Dr. Linet proposed the continuing participation of Dr. Mahabir because of his affiliation with the NCI’s extramural division. The Steering Committee needs to examine engaging the participation of principal investigators from other cohorts (e.g., Jerusalem, Japan, Brazil, United Kingdom, and Europe) and individuals such as Jean Golding. Dr. Dwyer agreed to revise the draft proposal to reflect the discussion of Steering Committee membership. Dr. Tikellis agreed to provide a summary of the non-Foundation cohorts and their status that may help decide which cohorts to approach.
· Dr. Kogevinas will provide written input to Dr. Dwyer for the I4C Steering Committee proposal. Done.
· Dr. Mahabir will request travel funding for the 2011 I4C meeting. In progress.
· Dr. Dwyer will contact Marie-Noël Bruné at WHO to discuss the I4C meeting. Done.
Approve Meeting Summary from June Call
There were no comments on the meeting summary, and it was approved.
Update on the Genetics Working Group

The main exposure variable in the hypothesis for the proof-of-principle epigenetic analysis has been changed from maternal smoking to birth weight. The variable was changed because the main criterion is a clear link between exposure and risk of acute lymphoblastic leukemia. There are more data on birth weight across cohorts, which the analysis needs to reach adequate sample size. The working group is not ruling out the analysis of other variables. The working group will discuss confounding variables, the type of samples that will be needed for the epigenetic analysis, and preliminary sample size calculations. Information will be collected from the Tasmanian Infant Health Study and the Avon Longitudinal Study of Parents and Children. The MoBa and the National Children’s Study may become involved and contribute data.
Update on the Environmental Factors Working Group

The working group will have a conference call on July 13, 2010. A possible agenda item for the call is representation from the Spanish cohorts or other small European cohorts. The working group may discuss the availability of pesticide data from the foundation cohorts.
Update on the I4C Portal

Because Dr. Mahabir was not on the call, no update was given. Dr. Mahabir has submitted a formal request for an I4C portal.
Update on Cohorts

There was no update on the cohorts.
Next I4C Meeting
