1. Administrative updates
a. Subcontract and invoicing (AH).  Making good progress, several are now fully executed and can start sending invoices.  Distributing sample foreign subcontractor invoice template. Can submit monthly or quarterly and permitted to invoice back to September 2015 (if submitting Institution permits) and include costs from U01 grant meeting attendance in Marrakech during AORTIC conference.
IA/AA-some questions arose for Einstein/UCH subcontract, specifically over copyright language.  Routed from financial department to legal office but now resolved.  No other centers on the call had experienced this issue.

b. Upcoming Site visits 
i. Accra, Ghana-March 6-9 (AH/TR/BR/CA attending)
ii. Ibadan, Nigeria-week of March 21 (IA/DL/TR/CA/BF attending)
iii. Dakar, Senegal-week of March 28 (TR/CA/AH-DFCI attending).

c. Study staff
AH introduced Dr. Marcelle Dougan, a postdoctoral fellow at Stanford who will be working with AH on the grant.

2. Working groups 
     a. Protocol and Data Elements (TR/CA)
i. Finalizing questionnaire.  Still some questions need resolving among the group prior to finalization.  
ii. Timeline for finalizing data elements and protocols-estimated 2 months from Dec 2015 start date.  To set a specific deadline. 
iii. Database development. Working with Survey and Data management core at DFCI, developing study process and workflows. Partnering with DatStat to design a relational database accessible on the cloud and housed by DFCI.  Proprietary software, reflect protocols and forms that are in process of development. Features ability to generate QC reports, double double entry, output of data set, user friendly.  Propose that data entry will take place by static manual entry from paper versions initially with option to undertake direct web entry in future.  Will share the process development with group.  Will be linkable to the Web learning and collaboration platform YQ developing for MADCaP and will arrange for DatStat and YQ to meet and discuss further.

b. Biospecimen and Biobanking (LP/JM)
i. Shared analytical study plan and protocols for validation of DNA stable plate that will transport DNA from centers to CPGR. 2 fold intention: a) Test plates at each center. b) Test quality of DNA.  TR-plan to review center needs, review details in person during the upcoming March site visits.
ii. Prior to conducting pilot study need MTA and import/export permits forms completing between centers and CPGR.  Timeline-complete/finalize all by end of March.
iii. Finalizing training video to be available at the end of February.  

c. Laboratory Methods and Analysis-Array-(MA-CIDR)
Proposal to test out the Affymetrix array using samples processed from the different centers and in different formats.  Paperwork to be completed. Arranging a call for CIDR and CPGR next week to discuss details further.

d. Communication and Education (YQ).  
i. Issued paperwork and invoice for proposed work.  Demoing beta version of Open Pediatrics platform to TR/BF/CA tomorrow that will be used for design of the MADCaP platform.  DL will obtain feedback from team at UCH regarding bandwith limitations, conferencing preferences when in Ibadan in March.  
ii. Will be looking for specific content for the portal.

3. Future grants and supplements
i. Communication and Education Supplement grant proposal: Will ask Damali Martin if any feedback on this submission.
ii. TR spoke with Damali about future supplementary grant proposals-recommendation to wait until the fall to submit.  Likely will submit an additional supplement to undertake additional biospecimen collections eg. Tumor.  Open to other ideas, submit ideas so can plan ahead.
iii. Research other grant mechanisms and opportunities (American Cancer Society etc).  Recommend writing as many grant proposals as have capacity for using infrastructure from existing funded U01 grant.

4. Future meeting dates and conferences
i. Previously discussed opportunities to meet with U01 Investigators attending 2016 conferences:  AACR, ASCO…
ii. Also proposed AACR meeting in Cape Town-January 2017.  Opportunity to hold U01 grant meeting in conjunction.
